U.S. Labor Against the War (USLAW) was
founded at a Chicago conference in
January of 2003 by more than 200
delegates from unions, labor councils,
regional and state labor bodies, allied
constituency  groups, labor antiwar
committees, worker centers and other labor
organizations. Ten months later USLAW
held a National Labor Assembly for Peace
to create a permanent leadership structure
and ongoing program to end the war and
occupation of Iraq, demilitarize U.S.
foreign policy, redirect the resources of the
nation to meet human needs, and to
reverse the erosion of our liberties and
rights.

U.S. Labor Against the War has become the most
credible and representative antiwar voice within
organized labor, highly respected in both the national
and international labor and peace movements. It’s
almost 200 labor affiliates from small to giant locals,
nationals, state and regional bodies, and allied and
other labor organizations represent millions of union
members.
